Yoshiro and Yoshio Taniguchi Museum of Architecture, Kanazawa

Yoshio Taniguchi, the architect and director emeritus of this museum of architecture,
passed away on December 16 last year. He inherited from his father, Yoshiro Taniguchi,
the aspiration to meditate on, that is, to cast an intellectual net over the land of
Kanazawa, and his presence was enormously meaningful in making the spirituality of
this town more salient.
